CHILDREN'S ART CONTEST

Participating children will hike Pinnacle Peak Park anytime between now and the event day and then retrieve entry materials on the event day. Children who enter will receive a drawing of only the silhouette of the mountain, and they may draw or paint in whatever way is most meaningful for them. The top ten junior artists will be chosen for their art to appear on greeting cards for the benefit of Friends of Pinnacle Peak Park a 501 (c) 3 organization. Each child who enters will receive a gift. This contest will be coordinated by local artist, children’s educator, and mother of five, Diane Barbee who volunteers at St Louis the King school in Glendale.

 

JUNIOR TRAIL RANGER
Junior artists can also earn a badge and certificate from Pinnacle Peak Park as a Junior Trail Ranger. This program is for hikers ages 5-11. They stop by the trail office and complete a questionnaire with their family about hiking, safety, plants and animals of the Sonoran Desert. They then take an oath to help respect wildlife and the trails and are then awarded a Junior Ranger Badge.
